How to Use:

The TempDot Plus provides an irreversible visual alert once the
temperature ascends above the defined threshold value of the label.

1) Activation of the label must occur above 8°C/46°F. Squeeze
the blister on the indicator to activate. Note: if the room
temperature is not above 8°C/46°F, the TempDot must be
heated above 8°C/46°F°F.

2) Once the label is activated, the “ON” window will be
completely filled with colored dye indicating the label is
active. Note: all of the dye in the START button must be
squeezed out of the blister to fully activate the label. Labels
that are not immediately used after activation need to be
stored below the product stop temperature to prevent false
indication of temperature abuse.

3) After activation, place the label into an environment that is at
or below 6°C/43°F for a minimum of 1 hour.

4) Remove the adhesive liner from the back of the label and
adhere it to the product. Note: the product to be monitored
must already be below the 8°C/46°F.
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
